Evaluation and Examinations: DP-PRGRD Course will be offered in two semesters and will have
30 marks for the continuous evaluation through assignments, 10 Marks for contact classes
(Mandatory) and 60 marks for semester-end examinations (Total 100 marks). The students will also
have to undertake a Project relating to Panchayati Raj & Development in the second semester which
will carry 100 marks.

Selection Criteria: Selection of candidates will be done by a selection committee duly constituted for
the purpose.
